Heat exhaustion occurs when the body loses excessive amounts of water and salt, usually
through sweating, and can quickly progress into heat stroke if left untreated. Heat stroke is a
life-threatening condition that occurs when the body reaches dangerously high temperatures
and can lead to confusion, loss of coordination, or unconsciousness.

Hot vehicles are especially dangerous during the summer months. In just 10 minutes, the
temperature inside a car can rise by 20 degrees, creating deadly conditions for children and
pets left inside.

Heat Safety Tips

* Always check the back seat before locking your vehicle.



* Never leave a child, pet, or vulnerable person unattended in a car.
* |f you see a child or pet left alone in a hot vehicle, call 911 immediately.
* Wear lightweight clothing and stay hydrated during extreme heat.

¢ |f you begin experiencing signs of heat exhaustion, move to a cool area and take a cool
shower or bath if possible.

* Know the warning signs of heat stroke, including confusion, dizziness, lack of
coordination, and a high body temperature. Seek medical attention immediately if
symptoms occur.
